QUALIFICATIONS: Must have some knowledge of Iowa’s natural resources and the ability to express ideas clearly and concisely orally and in writing.  Certify that he/she has a high school diploma, GED or agrees to obtain one while under service. Post high school training in Biology, Fish and Wildlife, Natural Resources, Environmental Studies, Anthropology or a related field preferred but not required.  The member must also have the ability to work in all weather conditions in a variety of work schedules.  Must be at least 17 years of age and possess a valid State of Iowa driver’s license and be able to pass a background check. 
ENROLLMENT TERM: Full time AmeriCorps members receive a modest living allowance of $1,150/month for an 12-month contract term starting on or about September 1, 2009.  Health insurance, training, travel and safety equipment funding, AmeriCorps gear and student loan deferment is provided.  At the end of service and the completion of 1700 hours, the member will receive a $4725 education award that can be applied towards financial aid for previous or future education.
